Government Response to the House of Commons Health Select Committee report on Childhood obesity: Follow-up, Seventh Report of Session 2016-17, January 2018
On 27 March 2017, the House of Commons Health Select Committee published its report Childhood Obesity: follow-up (HC 928)1. The report followed an evidence session held by the Health Select Committee which took evidence from key stakeholders and experts including representatives from the food and drink industry, Public Health England, Department of Health, HM Treasury and relevant national charities.

Healthy high streets: good place-making in an urban setting 
This report is aimed at local decision-makers and examines how high streets are used as an asset to improve the overall health of local communities. It provides a rapid assessment of evidence relating to pedestrian friendly, healthy high streets in urban settings, with specific reference to design interventions and street furniture.  Report

Mandated Function - Evidence Review
The Department of Health and Social Care Call for Evidence into prescribed public health activity (mandated services) has been published today. The engagement process will run for approximately 12 weeks.  The document can be viewed here: Local authority public health prescribed activity: call for evidence.  DHSC want to clarify whether the current regulatory arrangements will be fit for purpose in the future, or whether changes are needed in order to deliver positive public health outcomes, promote accountability and encourage innovation.

Hidden hunger and malnutrition in the elderly
This report calls on the government to look more closely at malnutrition in older people, which is estimated to cost the NHS and social care £15.7 billion a year by 2030. It argues that targeted investment in services that protect older people from malnutrition would deliver significant annual savings to the NHS, not least by reducing the number of hospital admissions and limiting the number of days older people spend in hospital.
