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Updates from PHE’s National Knowledge and Intelligence

e Epidemiology and Surveillance
o Public Health Dashboard
On 12 July, the Public Health Dashboard was updated (healthierlives.phe.org.uk), which
included the publication of the summary rank indicators for 2016/17 and updates to their
relevant component indicators. In addition, the Public Health Dashboard also includes an
indicator on air quality.

o Health Profiles
The Local Authority Health Profiles were published on 3 July and are available to download
here using the search function on the front page. These profiles provide a summary of
people’s health for each local authority area. They are designed to help local government
and health services understand their community’s needs, so they can work together to
improve people’s health and reduce health inequalities.

e Risk Factors
o Fastfood outlets
PHE has produced a new map, area deprivation chart and data tables showing the density
of fast food outlets in England, by local authority and ward. This resource has been
produced to help local authorities target resources and take action towards achieving a
healthier food environment. The map, chart and accompanying data show that the density
of fast food outlets in local authorities varies across England, ranging from 26 to 232 per
100,000 population, with higher concentrations of fast food outlets found in England’s most
deprived communities. This analysis uses the Food Standards Agency (FSA) Food Hygiene
Rating Scheme (FHRS) dataset and consists of:
e a map and a chart displaying the relationship between density of fast food outlets and
area deprivation
e a spreadsheet with data by local authority and electoral ward.

e Methodological updates
o Two new R packages are now available on GitHub. The “odsR” package currently contains

two functions enabling users to extract NHS Organisation Reference Data from the NHS
Digital Organisation Data Service API into their R environment. Further data manipulation
functions are in development. The “PHEindicatormethods” package provides functions for
the generation of proportions, rates, means, directly standardised rates, indirectly
standardised rates and standardised mortality ratios, including confidence intervals for these
statistics.

o A number of Excel add-ins have been uploaded to the Technical Guidance page of
Fingertips. These provide functions to calculate directly standardised rates (DSRs), along
with their confidence intervals and also confidence intervals for rates and proportions using
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https://github.com/PublicHealthEngland/PHEindicatormethods
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Byar’s and Wilson’s methods, respectively. These are consistent with the R package, the
excel tool and associated documentation.

o ONS have released their methodology guide for the mid-2017 UK population estimates
(England and Wales): June 2018.

o ONS have produced a report that summarises the methodological changes being
implemented in the 2016-based household projections for England.

o Children’s Public Health 0-5 Years — Interim National Reporting process for the universal
health visiting service: full guidance for local authority members of staff 2018/19
This guidance explains in detail what analysts and commissioners of 0-5 year services in
local authorities need to do to submit health visiting activity and outcomes data to Public
Health England for 2018/19. Reading this guidance should give local teams all the technical
detail they need to submit their aggregate data to the central system.

e National Learning Disability Health Intelligence Network
o Learning disability week 2018

This year, learning disability week, 18-24 June, led by Mencap, had a focus on people with
learning disabilities getting access to the health care they need. People with learning
disabilities continue to die younger than the general population and many of these deaths
could be prevented with access to the right health care. Public Health England published
a blog about the importance of improving hospital care. The learning disability health
intelligence network also hosted a webinar and published a new dementia guide during the
week.

o Dying too young

This webinar looked at what the data tells us about the age of death of people with learning
disabilities, findings so far from the Learning Disabilities Mortality Review (LeDeR) and work
that NHS England are doing in response to this. A copy of the slides can be obtained by
emailing LDT@phe.gov.uk.

o Treat Me Well
This Mencap campaign calls for small adjustments to health services to improve access to
health care for people with learning disabilities. Public Health England has a collection
of reasonable adjustment guides focused on specific health conditions. These give
information about the kinds of adjustments that should be considered as well as case

Making reasonable adjustments is a legal duty placed on all
public sector organisations by the Equality Act 2010.

o Dementia reasonable adjustment guide
This updated guide has been launched and the report highlights the need for prevention.
Public Health England estimates that 30% of the current incidence of dementia in the
general population would be preventable by addressing risk factors such as diabetes, high
blood pressure, obesity, inactivity, depression and smoking. People with learning
disabilities are at increased risk of most of these factors, with the exceptions of high blood
pressure and smoking.

Cancer

o Early trials have started for a spit test to detect men who may be at increased risk of
prostate cancer. The DNA test would look for high-risk genes that are thought to affect one
in every 100 men. 300 men from three London GP surgeries are taking part in the trials.
PHE said the trial is "a very welcome development in the urgent need for a better, more
accurate test for prostate cancer". Covered by Mirror, BBC, The Sun, Independent, The
Telegraph, Daily Star, The Guardian.

o Research from PHE has found that people with cancer are 20 per cent more likely than the
general population to die by suicide, and that the risk is particularly high within six months of
diagnosis. Covered by the Daily Mail.

Child and maternal health

Baby charity “Tommy's’ has launched an online tool to help women plan for pregnancy, which
was created alongside the Royal College of Obstetricians and Gynaecologists, Public Health
England and UCL Institute for Women’s Health. It includes stopping smoking, stopping drinking
alcohol, exercising regularly, maintaining a healthy weight, cutting down on caffeine and eating
healthily. Prof Viv Bennett, chief nurse and director of maternity and early years at Public
Health England, said: "Good preconception health - how women are in the weeks, months and
years leading up to pregnancy - plays a crucial role in the health of women and their babies and
on into childhood."

o Children in England have already eaten and drunk more than a whole year’s worth of sugar
in the six months since January, according to figures released by PHE. Too much sugar can

lead to dental decay and high obesity rates in children. PHE is urging parents to cut back on
sugary drinks, cakes and biscuits and the guidance says children aged four to 10 should
have no more than the equivalent of five or six cubes of sugar per day, but their intake is
more than double that, at an average of 13 cubes. Covered by The Guardian, BBC, Evening
Standard, Daily Mail, Evening Standard.

o Data published by PHE shows that almost half of the fast-food outlets in England are in the
most deprived parts of the country. PHE is encouraging local authorities to support people
to make healthier choices.

Obesity

New analyses from the Local Government Association (LGA) based on PHE data show that 4%
of children in England aged between 10 and 11 are severely obese. The LGA warned that
obese children have a greater risk in their lifecourse of a number of health problems, including
diabetes, cancer and heart disease. Covered by BBC News, Sky News, Independent, ITV

Physical activity

New guidance from PHE and the Royal College of GPs suggests just 10 minutes of brisk
walking a day can be an easy way for adults to introduce more moderate intensity physical
activity into their day and reduce their risk of early death by up to 15%. In England, one in five
middle-aged adults is physically inactive, meaning they do less than 30 minutes of physical
activity a week, according to PHE. PHE has created the Active 10 app, which measures a
walker’s intensity and time, rather than just distance. Covered in ITV News, Daily Mail, Sky
News, the Sun.

Tobacco

BBC News carries a feature on e-cigarette use across the world. The UK, Japan and United
States are the biggest global markets for the devices, with 49 per cent of regular users saying
they used e-cigarettes to curb their smoking habit. A recent report from PHE research has
shown that e-cigarettes are less harmful than regular cigarettes, and that there is no evidence
so far to suggest that e-cigarettes might encourage young people to take up smoking.
