New report from the House of Lords Food, Diet and Obesity Committee "Recipe for health: a plan to fix our broken food system"

· The report recommends five key areas for the Government to take action: 
· A new food strategy - The Government must publish a comprehensive and integrated food strategy led at the highest level, setting targets for a healthy food system and plans to achieve them.
· Ultra-processed foods - The Government’s new strategy must seek not only to reduce sales of less healthy foods but to make healthier, often unprocessed and minimally processed foods affordable and accessible for all.
· Taxing unhealthy food businesses - The Government should introduce a salt and sugar reformulation tax and consider how the revenue can be used to make healthier food cheaper, particularly for people on low incomes.
· Healthy infancy and early years -The Government must set ambitious new goals on maternal and infant nutrition, develop a comprehensive strategy to achieve them, and set strong mandatory compositional and marketing standards for commercial infant foods.
· Tackling food insecurity - The Government must enable auto-enrolment for Healthy Start and free school meals and immediately review the costs and benefits to public health of increasing funding rates and widening eligibility for them.
